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Private sector employment, sales revenue and investment
growth in Broxtowe have fallen since the onset of the
pandemic and are expected to remain below pre-pandemic
levels this year.

Figures to the left show a forward-looking picture of impacts
on employment, sales and investment. In Q4 2021,
employment is estimated to be -3.2 % lower than it would
have been without the impact of Covid-19. Sales are expected
to decline by -3.0 %, and investment by -4.5 %. Sales and
employment are not expected to recover to pre-Covid levels
before 2022, while investment may

Furlough and self-employment claims have been
decreasing since January 2021. The latest statistics
show that there were 2,600 claims for CIRS and
2,400 claims for SEISS making up 9.0% of
employment total before the pandemic.

steady decline since the significant surges in March
and April 2020 and are currently at 2.535, equivalent
to -27.6% decline on the same month last year.

After a drop in March 2020 and a subsequent
recovery, the latest job vacancies figures show a
75.7 % growth in Broxtowe compared to the same
month last year.

Business closures are tracked to manitor potentizl
adverse effects of the pandemic on our business
base. However, the spikes in business closures
appear to coincide with periods after temporary
suspension of company strike-offs throughout the
pandemic. This is likely the result of imegular
reporting to and processing by the Companies
House due to the pandemic. We will continue to
track this indicator to moniter potential negative
effects on business survival.
